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General information

26 April 2011 marks the 25th anniversary of the Chornobyl accident, which caused significant alterations not only in Ukraine, Belarus and Russia, but in the whole World. Consequences of catastrophe had great social impact and changed attitude to nuclear power at the world scale. International radiation standards, national strategies for nuclear power engineering progress, measures for nuclear safety improvement and management of radioactive wastes were reviewed essentially. It is important now to estimate the efficiency of radiation safety measures applied over last decades, analyse mistakes and outline the plan of actions for future.  

Aiming at the generalization of the experience of Chornobyl catastrophe consequences mitigation, and at the further efficient usage of the got experience to improve the nuclear and radiation safety in the World,  International Conference ( hereinafter Conference) “Twenty-five Years after Chornobyl Accident: Safety for the Future” to be held in Kiev on April 20-22, 2011.

References within the text are marked by order number in brackets; list of references is placed beneath the text spacing single line after it.
